MRS. LOVETT
A clever, eccentric, and morally flexible pie shop owner. Lovett is equal parts comedic and calculating,
developing a deep affection for Todd while turning his vengeance into a business opportunity.

ANTHONY HOPE
A kind-hearted and optimistic young sailor. Naive but brave, Anthony helps Todd return to London and falls
deeply in love with Johanna.

A pure and hopeful young woman yearning for freedom. Raised under Judge Turpin’s control, she dreams of
escape and love.

Beneath her erratic behavior lies
a crucial secret.

A strong comedic character
with bold stage presence.

The eerie owner of Fogg’s Asylum, who profits from the exploitation of his patients. A smaller but memorable
role.

ENSEMBLE

Townspeople, Policemen, Lunatics

essential, as ensemble members carry complex harmonies and featured solo moments throughout.
